Wildcards and Truncation Help and Advice

Use the wildcard and truncation symbols to create searches Skills Development
where there are unknown characters, multiple spellings or
various endings. Neither the wildcard nor the truncation sym-
bol can be used as the first character in a search term.

The wildcard is represented by a question mark (?). To use
the wildcard, enter your search terms and replace each un-
known character with a ?.

For example, type ne?t to find all citations containing neat,
nest or next. Truncation is represented by an asterisk (*). To
use truncation, enter the root of a search term and replace the
ending with an *. EBSCOhost finds all forms of that word.

For example, type comput* to find the words computer or
computing.
